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The Wisconsin Emergency Assistance Volunteer Registry (WEAVR) both registers and credentials healthcare workers who prospectively desire to volunteer their services in a disaster situation. 





Even with a successful volunteer registry, only a small percentage of the healthcare workers may ever register. 





Therefore, Wisconsin Disaster Credentialing (WDC) was created to assist hospitals, responding to a disaster, to credential and privilege both registered and spontaneous volunteer healthcare workers rapidly and in real-time.





WDC is in compliance with the Joint Commission and the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid standards for credentialing.





Hospitals expend significant financial and human resources in their day-to-day credentialing efforts to assure that only qualified and competent practitioners are granted privileges. There is no need to duplicate this effort in a disaster. 





Information Technology Solutions











WDC provides a real-time, web-based system to allow hospitals to credential and privilege volunteer healthcare workers according to the same stringent standards that the hospitals follow each and every day. 





The Joint Commission standards allow a hospital to quickly credential and privilege healthcare volunteers in a disaster. However, a hospital is more likely to grant privileges to a volunteer healthcare worker if the hospital has the ability to primary source verify the credentials along with the ability to verify the current status and specialty of the volunteer healthcare worker in real -time. 





WDC accomplishes both of these goals for the hospital.





Access to the WDC Primary Source Verification and the Provider Affiliations database and other tools (template policies, a sample Application for Disaster Volunteers and more.) is available to all hospitals in the State of Wisconsin at no cost. The costs of all WDC queries, even those that are completed in recommended periodic exercises of the system, are paid for by the State Hospital Preparedness Program. 





WDC allows hospitals that may be overwhelmed with casualties, to provide quality patient care by the deployment of volunteers as rapidly as possible with the least amount of effort.
