Access to Hospital
 Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) Stockpile for Non-Hospital Facilities
1. The Hospital PPE Stockpile is separate from the Strategic National Stockpile. Guidelines for accessing personal protective equipment will be incident specific with information available through the Wisconsin Division of Public Health.

2. PPE from the Hospital PPE Stockpile is available to any healthcare facility, licensed by the Wisconsin Division of Quality Assurance, which meets the following eligibility criteria:

a. The facility must have a documented Respiratory Protection Program for the proper use of PPE, which includes conservation of PPE.

b. The facility must have an inventory of PPPE that includes

i. N95 Respirators

ii. Gowns

iii. Gloves

iv. Eye Protection

v. Surgical or Face Masks

c. The facility must have a person(s) that can provide fit-testing for its staff.

3. In addition, before requesting PPE from the Hospital PPE Stockpile, the requesting healthcare facility must have exhausted other methods available for accessing necessary PPE: vendor agreements, contacting other healthcare facilities, etc.
4. Before placing the request to the Hospital PPE Stockpile, the requesting healthcare facility must first notify the local health department that it is requesting PPE from the Hospital PPE Stockpile. It is important that the local health department know that there is some occurrence at the healthcare facility that necessitates the need for additional PPE. This is not a call for “permission”. It is a notification call only.
5. The healthcare facility is to place an order to Logistics Health, Inc. (LHI) by FAX, using the attached ORDER FORM during LHI business hours:
a. The healthcare facility may place further requests for additional PPE, based on need.  There is no need to contact the local health department for subsequent orders.
b. LHI will ship the PPE to the healthcare facility by commercial carrier, using the delivery method that ensures delivery to the facility within 24 hours. The facility may also arrange for its own pick-up of the PPE from LHI.
c. The healthcare facility will be billed for both the replacement and shipping costs of the PPE requested.  Replacement cost will be based on the cost, incurred by Shared Health Services of LaCrosse LLC, to purchase and replace the PPE drawn from the Hospital PPE Stockpile.
