John H. Fund is a member of the editorial board of The Wall Street Journal, where he previously
served as deputy editorial features editor. His articles have appeared in such publications as
Esquire, Reader’s Digest, the Republic, and National Review.  Fund worked in the California State
Legislature as a research analyst before becoming the chief investigative reporter for syndicated
columnists Rowland Evans and Robert Novak in 1982.  His editorials on House Speaker Jim
Wright and Republican Savings and Loan regulator M. Danny Wall are widely credited with
contributing to their resignations from government. He wrote the first editorials on the “Keating

Five” and is credited with having coined that term.  Roll Call, the newspaper of Capitol Hill, has called Fund the
“Tom Paine of the modern Congressional reform movement.”  He has also written or co-authored several books.

As President of Soapbox Consulting in Washington DC, Christopher Kush has trained thousands
of federal, state and local advocates to effectively advocate for their issues.  Kush is the author of
three books: The One-Hour Activist (Jossey-Bass, 2004), Grassroots Games, a collection of interactive
training exercises (ASAE, 2001), and Cybercitizen (St. Martin’s Press, 2000).
